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As a result of the floods that hit Gippsland in June 2007, the Victorian State Government injected funds into
the area to help repair the damage caused. One of the areas that was badly affected was the coastal town of
Loch Sport. ‘Our foreshore area was under water for some time, resulting in extensive damage to the
foreshore parkland,” explained Sally Nowak from the Wellington Shire Council. ‘The gravel walking track
along the lake’s edge had simply washed away'’.
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The funding allowed the council to rebuild a more sustainable walking track along the foreshore area. The
path is a 2km-long, 2.5m-wide asphalt shared pathway which incorporates a 24m-long recycled plastic
boardwalk. ‘As the residents of Wellington Shire are strong supporters of the environment and recycling, the
council took the opportunity to look into using an environmentally-friendly material rather than traditional
timber for our boardwalk,” said Sally. ‘We found that the jetty planking was a great alternative as it will
withstand Loch Sport’s climatic conditions and needs no maintenance. We are extremely happy with the
product and very pleased to be contributing to a greener future.’
